Requirements Elicitation

In this assignment, you will experience first-hand the challenge of developing a consistent, complete set of requirements for a complex software system.
You will be asked to produce user and system requirements for one of the following two systems:

1. A university course/section registration system

(Viewpoints: students; advisors; instructors; registrar) 

2. An airline flight/seat reservation system

(Viewpoints: customers; ticket agents; airline management) 

Tasks

1. By the first date listed above, form a group of 2-3 people from your section, and send me an email (clamen@elvis.rowan.edu) with your names.  In response, you will receive an assignment (one of the systems listed above) and a group number.  If you don’t have a group by that date, one will be assigned to you.

2. By the final due date, submit (as a group) the following: 

a) A VORD (.vrd) file detailing the user and system requirements for the assigned system. 

b) An answer to the following question: 

What did you think of the VORD tool?  How did it help you?  How did it work against you? 

Notes

1. Consider all of the supplied viewpoints for the assigned systems, and supply a reasonable number of requirements for each.  Feel free to introduce more viewpoints if motivated (but consider the following note). 

2. Don’t go overboard in introducing system features (functional requirements). 

3. You must make a serious effort to use the VORD tool presented in class.  If you end up not using the tool, you must still include with your submission a serious criticism of the tool.  If you are unable to use the tool for technical reasons, contact me as soon as possible.

4. Relevant resources (program, source files, etc.) can be found on Novell file servers at: \\NEPTUNE\COMMON\OPENAREA\STUDENTS\Computer Science\Clamen\SE\ .  The program and related resources are available for installation on your non-Rowan machines as a zip file.

5. A single submission per group is required.  Submission via email (with the .vrd file as attachment) is strongly preferred.  The email submission must include the names of everyone in the group, and CC: everyone in the group.
