Requirements Validation – Peer Review

This assignment is properly considered a continuation to the previous homework.  
You will be given a set of requirements, written by a group of your classmates, for one of the following two systems:

1. A university course/section registration system

2. An airline flight/seat reservation system

Tasks

1. With your group from Problem Set #1, analyze and critique the requirements supplied by the other group.  You are not looking for “missing features” of the system as much as you are attempting to validate the requirement set presented.  Look for inconsistencies and conflicts within or between requirements; completeness (within the bounds of system features defined).   Propose resolutions to any problems you encounter.

2. In advance of the class on the second date listed above, prepare, as a group, an interim report critiquing the requirements supplied.  In class, you will be given the opportunity to meet with the original group and get feedback from them concerning your criticisms.  Bring along copies of your report for them to read, as well as printouts of their requirements, for reference. 

3. Using the feedback provided by the other group, prepare a final report, and submit it to me (clamen@elvis.rowan.edu) by the final due date listed above.  Your report can be written in free text, or consist of a .VRD file based on the original one.

Notes

1. Relevant resources (program, source files, etc.) can be found on Novell file servers at: \\NEPTUNE\COMMON\OPENAREA\STUDENTS\Computer Science\Clamen\SE\ .  The program and related resources are available for installation on your non-Rowan machines as a zip file.

2. A single submission per group is required.  Submission via email (with the .vrd file as attachment) is strongly preferred.  The email submission must include the names of everyone in the group, and CC: everyone in the group. 

3. The success (or failure) of the other group to generate a long list of criticisms about your requirements will not have a direct influence on the grade you receive for Problem Set #1.
